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Get involved with the Cell Phone Action Network!

Reform Immigration for America (RI4A) is building a national network of activists from all fifty states to contact their Members of Congress and tell them that we want comprehensive immigration reform. But we can’t do it without your help! These are few great ways your organization can be a part of building the Cell Phone Action Network that will be used to mobilize activists to call Congress.

Post our signup widget on your organization’s homepage

First, pick up the HTML code for a sign up widget at http://www.reformimmigrationforamerica.org/blog/widgets/ Then add the code to your website template – your homepage, blog or action page are great places to locate it. Users can sign up right from your site, and will begin receiving messages immediately.

Tell website visitors to text Justice/Justicia to 69866

Your members can also join the cell phone action network by texting “Justice” or “Justicia” to our shortcode, 69866. They’ll receive a response asking for their zip code – it’s very important that they send it in so we can properly match them to their Members of Congress.

Include a pitch in your “Thank you” message

After a user signs up, takes action, or makes a donation, do they receive a thank you message? Add in a request that they text “Justice” or “Justicia” to 69866 to sign up for the cell phone action network. It’s a great way to keep your supporters involved in the fight for comprehensive immigration reform, and it helps us build a list of activists who care deeply about the issue.

Involve your Direct Mail list

Your direct mail list may not visit your website, but many will still have cell phones and a desire to help. By adding a buck slip or request in your letter, you’re giving your supporters a way to make their contributions go further.

Mention our shortcode in media interviews

When you’re speaking to the press about ways people can get involved, don’t forget to mention that people can text “Justice” or “Justicia” to 69866. This is particularly true with progressive media outlets, but even with traditional media it can be a chance to engage supporters.
